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l. Introduction

The Environmental Management Division of Saunders Havill Group was engaged by MTAA to prepare a
referral application for the approved development of Stages 15 to 18 of Spring Mountain Park Estate.
The purpose of this application is to address requirements of the Environment Protection and Biodiversity
Conservation Act 1999 (EPBC Act). This Supporting Information Report (SIR) provides a review of the
site’s ecological values in accordance with Commonwealth criteria for the assessment of Significant
Impacts on Matters of National Environmental Significance. The proposed action to be assessed is the
approved rural-residential development of Stages 15-18 at Spring Mountain Park Estate.

Spring Mountain Park Estate is a master-planned community which has been developing over the past
twenty years. The overall estate has maintained a rural-residential character, with allotments ranging
from 4,040m? up to 30,000 m2. Stages 15-18 are the final stages of Spring Mountain Park Estate and
covers approximately 206 hectares, spanning three existing freehold allotments. The subject site is
undeveloped and contains a large area of primarily regenerating regrowth vegetation mixed with areas
of remnant and a locally significant site wetland. A development permit was issued by Logan City
Council on 31 January 2011 which allows for the creation of 263 residential allotments, public use areas
such as parks, open space and conservation areas and new roads within Stages 15-18 (reference
number RL/44/2008, refer to Appendix A).

The assessment methodology included a site survey of remaining vegetation areas, State and Local
Government environmental database searches and a review of historical reporting and development
permit requirements. This report considers potential impacts of the development of Stage 15-18
against the following Commonwealth legislative items:
