The map shows the general distribution of Calyptorhynchus
latirostris. Known distributions were derived from
observation data and buffered by 1km. The may occur
extent was derived using statistical modelling of
environmental and climatic variables and modified in
consulation with the Wildlife, Heritage and Marine branch of
the DotE and experts. Observation data were obtained from
the West Australian Museum and Birdlife Australia.
Distribution has been generalised to 10km. Distribution
mapped by ERIN  May 2016.
