The likely and may occur distributions were
defined using statistical modelling (Maxent) and the
intersection with vegetation mapping of important feed and
nesting tree species. Observation data provided by the
Victorian Biodiversity Atlas (DEPI), Biological Databases of
South Australia(DEWNR), Birdlife Australia, Australian
National Wildlife Collection(CSIRO), Australian Bird and Bat
Banding Scheme(DotE) and state museums. Data was also
provided by Richard Hill of the Victorian Dept of
Environment and Primary Industries.Distribution has been
generalised to 10km. Distribution mapped by ERIN Nov
