The likely
and possible distributions were predicted using the
observation records, Rainforests and Vine Thickets as
compiled within the National Vegetation Information System
(NVIS4.1,DotE), and the Conservation Reserves and State
Forests where the species has been recorded, as compiled
within the Collaborative Australian Protected Areas
Database (CAPAD, DotE). Distribution has been
generalised to 10km.
