Arrangements, Coral Sea Fishery 2007, in force under the Commonwealth 
Fisheries Management Act 1991, requires persons engaged in fishing under the 
regime and amendments to the regime to take all reasonable steps to ensure that 
members of listed threatened species, listed migratory species, cetaceans and 
listed marine species are not killed or injured as a result of the fishing; and

not, or is not likely to, adversely affect: 
 

- the survival or recovery in nature of any listed threatened species; or  
 

- the conservation status of a listed migratory species, cetacean, or listed
